New Student Enrollment

New Student Enrollment is available for the 2022-
2023 and 2023-2024 school years.

The Issaguah School District utilizes an online application process to enroll new students. This process is for
students not currently enrolled in an ISD school; students in grades K-12 transferring between schools within the
district do not need to complete an enroliment application. Prior to using the online application process, families are
advised to have the required documents available to upload into the application. You may save as you go and do not
have to complete it all in one sitting. The completed application, once submitted online, will be available to the school
for approval. Submitted applications will not be approved until all required documents are received by the schoal.

New Families: Create an Enrollment User Account

Current Families: If you have an active Family Access account, Log in to your Family Access Account and select New
Student Online Enrollment from the left menu

Returning Families: If you have ever had a Family Access account with the Issaquah School District but currently do
not have any students enrolled in an ISD school, you can log in to Enrollment Access using your old Family Access
Login ID and Password. Please note that this is different than Family Access; make sure that the Login Area on the
Skyward login page says Enrollment Access, not Family/Student Access. This will only work for the Primary
Guardians listed in a student’s family, so if there are two guardians living at the same address and it doesn't work for
one of you, try the other person's account. If you do not remember your Login ID and/or Password, click on Forgot
your Login/Password.

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Early-Entrance for ISD Kindergarten and First
Grade

Applications are available through the Elementary Education Department /
Bethany Rogers - (425-837-7025). Applications are due July 14, 2023.

The Issaquah School District is willing to work with families if they believe their child is ready for school early. To be
considered for early entrance into kindergarten, a child must be five (5) years of age on or before November 30 of the
year of entry. In addition, an assessment report indicating the child has met all the requirements stated below must
be received by the District office no later than July 14, 2023:

1. Mental ability

2. Gross motor skills

3. Fine motor skills

4. Visual diserimination

5. Auditory discrimination

6. Emotional/social development
7. Language development

A student must score at or above the 90th percentile in all seven categories above as outlined in the Early Entrance
Assessment Results form before they can be invited to participate in kindergarten on a probationary basis. For more
information, refer to the following:

The District does not perform the early entrance testing. A list of professionals who other Issaguah School District
families have accessed is available in the Early Entrance packet. To request an Early Entrance packet contact Bethany
Rogers / Elementary Education Department at 425-837-7025 or email rogersh@issaquah.wednet.edu .

Parents who choose to have their child privately tested for early entrance into kindergarten will need to provide their
chosen assessor with the required district forms. In order for a child to be considered for early entrance, all required
forms and assessment results must be submitted to the Executive Directors of Elementary Education Department at
the I1SD Administration office by July 14, 2023. Assessment results must be submitted on district-provided forms,
sent directly from the assessor with the handwritten signature of the assessor.

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What is a Disability under Section 504?

Section 504 defines disability as a physical or mental impairment which substantially limits one
or more major life activities. This definition of disability should be interpreted broadly.

Major life activities are activities that are important to most people’s daily lives. Caring
for oneself, performing manual tasks, walking, seeing, hearing, speaking, breathing,
learning, working, eating, sleeping, standing, bending, reading, concentrating, thinking,
and communicating are some examples of major life activities. Major life activities also
include major bodily functions, such as functions of the digestive, bowel, bladder, brain,
circulatory, reproductive, neurological, or respiratory systems.

Substantially limits should also be interpreted broadly. A student’s impairment does
not need to prevent, or severely or significantly restrict, a major life activity to be
substantially limiting.

Evaluate Disability without Mitigating Measures

Mitigating measures cannot be considered when evaluating whether or not a student has a
substantially limiting impairment. Mitigating measures could include medications, prosthetic
devices, assistive devices, or learned behavioral or adaptive neurological modifications a student
uses to eliminate or reduce the effects of an impairment.

An impairment that is episodic or in remission remains a disability if, when in an active phase,
this impairment substantially limits a major life activity.

How Do I Get Accommodations for My Child?

Public schools must provide appropriate accommodations, aids, and services to eligible students
who need these accommodations to participate in, and benefit from, their education. This
includes all programs and activities sponsored by the school, such as sports and field trips. These
accommodations, aids, and services are described in a 504 plan.

Students who are entitled to a 504 plan (1) have a physical or mental impairment which
substantially limits one or more major life activities, and (2) need accommodations, aids, or
services—because of their disability—so they can access and benefit from their education.

To determine whether or not a student needs a 504 plan, the school must follow these three
steps: refer, bring a 504 team together, and evaluate.
